Robbinsdale Babe Ruth Rules,
 
We'll be using Babe Ruth rules, with the following local additions.
 
1.  Continuous batting of the entire roster.  Late arrivals are positioned at the end of the lineup.
 
2.  No head first slides.  Exception: (1) Player may slide head first into first base if attempting to avoid a tag -- as when an errant throw pulls the 1B off the bag.  (2) Player may slide head first if returning to any bag, as in a pick-off attempt, or caught line drive. 
 
3. No collisions.  Always slide on close plays.
 
4.  For weather, darkness, or 10 run rule, games are complete after 4 innings.  Games must be continued at a later date if not complete.
 
5. Pinchrunners are permitted for the catcher.  The PR must be the player who made the last out.
 
6.  For fields with a double-bag at first base:  The batter-runner shall use the bag in foul territory and the first baseman shall use the bag in fair territory.  Exception: If the throw to first orginates from foul territory (as when fielding a bunt near the line and momentum takes the fielder into foul terrritory), then the first baseman has a right to the bag in foul territory and the runner shall use the bag in fair territory.
 
7.  No time limit.  Exception:  If another game is slated to follow the current game, then no inning may begin within 10 minutes of the scheduled start of the second game.  This applies also to doubleheaders.
